HEAD LICE 

We have had a few cases of Head lice 

within the school!  Please check your 

child’s head regularly and treat as 

soon as they are detected.   

Signs and Symptoms 

Detection of adult lice or nymphs on 

the scalp is the best way to determine 

if head lice are present. While most 

people with head lice will not develop 

an itch, a small number of people 

develop an itch due to an allergic 

reaction to the saliva of the louse. 

Scratching can give rise to secondary 

bacterial infections on the scalp.  

Swelling of lymph nodes (adenopathy) 

in the neck can occur in some people 

due to this infection. 

The presence of eggs is not a reliable 

sign of active head lice. Eggs need the 

warmth and moisture of the scalp to 

hatch.
